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Spring 2004 High School Test Results

Spring 2004 High School MEAP results are now available to schools and districts on the new MEAP Secure
Site at www.michigan.gov/meap-secure. Please note that the information posted is for the most recent test
administration. A merger of data from the past several administrations is being processed by the Merit Award
Office. This information will be combined with individual student results from other testing windows for the
"Class of" reports.

Printed results are being shipped to schools this week. Included in the shipment will be district reports, building
reports, parent reports and student labels, along with the Guide to Reports handbook.

Research Window for Spring 2004 Ends August 2nd

Schools and districts will have a research opportunity until Monday, August 2, at 5:00 p.m. to (1) submit
questions regarding scores, (2) request consolidation of individual student scores that may have been reported
under multiple spelling/variations of student names, and (3) move student scores to the correct school. Other
items tendered for research by the deadline will be considered depending on the circumstances and time
available.

Please be aware that the next step for the Spring 2004 data involves processing for Annual Yearly Progress and
Education YES! reports. Please don't miss the research deadline.

Your research request should be sent via email to meap@michigan.gov. Please include the following
information in this order: District code, building code, contact person’s name, contact person's daytime and
after-hours phone number, name of the student, and the issue in question.

It has come to our attention that users may encounter an error message when trying to print PDF reports from
the secure web site. Users may receive an error message “Cannot start print job.” This occurs if you are using
Adobe Acrobat Reader 6.0 and the URL associated with that PDF file is longer than 261 characters.

To resolve the problem, please update to version 6.0.1 of Acrobat Reader (if you are using version 6.0).
Alternatively, you may save the PDF file before printing it, or shorten the URL to less than 261 characters to
overcome the problem.

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Call for Volunteer Schools for Pilot Testing, Winter 2005

To comply with No Child Left Behind (NCLB) requirements, MEAP will be conducting field tests this winter.
Field testing will be accomplished through the MEAP tests or stand alone field tests.

MEAP tests will be comprised of operational items and field test items. However, the field test items will not
be used for scoring or reporting purposes. Students are unable to determine which items are field test items
since they are mixed in with operational items. MEAP tests will be administered at the same grade levels as
they have in recent years:

Grade 4 — English Language Arts (ELA), Mathematics
Grade 5 — Science, Social Studies

Grade 7— ELA

Grade 8 — Mathematics, Science, Social Studies

Stand alone field tests will be comprised of only field test items and will not be used for scoring or reporting
purposes. Schools will be randomly selected to participate in the stand alone field tests. Measurement
Incorporated, a contractor for MEAP, will be contacting schools prior to the testing window to inform them of
their selection and determine if the school is willing to participate. Stand alone field tests will be administered
in participating schools at the following grade levels:

Grade 3 — ELA, Mathematics
Grade 5 — ELA, Mathematics
Grade 6 — ELA, Mathematics
Grade 7 — Mathematics
Grade 8 - ELA

There will be some opportunities to participate for schools that are not selected as part of the random sample. If
your school would like to volunteer for the stand alone field testing, please contact MEAP@michigan.gov or
call Wanda Fedewa at 1-800-560-8378 to apply.
